Bill discussed the history of Timberlands RSN Advisory Board according to 

WAC 388-865-0222 – Advisory Board

The Regional Support Network must promote active engagement with persons with mental disorders, their families and services providers by soliciting and using their input to improve its services. The Regional Support Network must appoint an Advisory Board that:

1. Is broadly representative of the demographic character of the region and the ethnicity and broader cultural aspects of consumers served;

2. Is composed of at least fifty-one percent: (51%)

a. Current consumers or past consumers of public mental health services, including those who are youths, older adults, or who have a disability; and 

b. Family, foster family members or caregivers of consumers, including parents of emotionally disturbed children.

Independently reviews and provides comments to the Regional Support Network Governing Board on plans, budgets, and policies developed by the Regional Support Network to implement the requirements of this section, chapters 71.05, 71.24, 71.34 RCW and applicable federal law and regulations.


Bill noted that Advisory Board may have a separate meeting but an option of combining the Advisory Board meeting with the Governing Board meeting has been discussed. The members present were partial to combing meetings. 

Bill stated it would be nice diversify the Advisory Board with a Hispanic member, Allied Provider member and a family member with a child in services. The Advisory Board currently has the following representative vacancies: Lewis, Pacific, Wahkiakum and Tribal representative who resides in the TRSN region.
